2 So when the natives saw the creature hanging from his hand,
they said to one another, "No doubt this man is a murderer, whom, though he has escaped the sea,
yet justice does not allow to live." s But he shook off the creature into the fire and suffered no harm.
6 However, they were expecting that he would swell up or suddenly fall down dead. But after they
had looked for a long time and saw no harm come to him, they changed their minds and said that he
was a god.

< We are so likely to judge mistakenly when we look at circumstances and events.
< At first impulse they assumed Justice had taken its course because Paul was a prisoner and

the snake bit him even after he had escaped from the sea.



<> Then when no harm came to Paul, they thought he was a god.
< This demonstrates the extremes of human perception and superstition when they do not
know the truth.
