1 Woe to you who are at ease in Zion, And trust in Mount Samaria, Notable persons in the chief
nation, To whom the house of Israel comes!

2 Go over to Calneh and see; And from there go to Hamath the great; Then go down to Gath of the
Philistines. Are you better than these kingdoms? Or is their territory greater than your territory?

3 Woe to you who put far off the day of doom, Who cause the seat of violence to come near;

< Yahweh called them to compare themselves with the nations which Yahweh will use to
punish Israel for her sins of pride, arrogance, and rebellion against God.
Calneh is the Babylonian empire.
<> Hamath the great is located in upper Syria the chief royal city of the Hittites.
< Gath is one of the five royal cities of the Philistines, home town of Goliath the giant David
slew with a stone from his sling and beheaded with his own sword. [1 Samuel 17:1-51]
< Five woes are pronounced to demonstrate the reason for judgment:
X Complacency, They trust in their own leaders instead of trusting God.
X They scoff at coming judgment, which allows violence to increase in the land.
X They indulge themselves in luxury without considering the latter end of their behavior.
X Their modern music focuses on pleasure instead of holiness.
X They drink wine and anoint themselves with the best ointments, instead of
considering the affliction of Joseph (The troubles Yahweh has sent their way to call
them to repentance). [Amos 4:6-13]

< Therefore they shall now go captive as the first of the captives, And those who recline at
banquets shall be removed.
<> Yahweh abhors their casual luxurious living with banquets and pride.
< Yahweh will deliver up the city and all in it to their enemies.
< They will fear to mention the Name of Yahweh.
< Their judgment is from the Lord.
