< Therefore he perceived that no matter the years or the number of children a man has, to live a
life without the satisfaction of enjoying the fruits of one’s labors is so evil that a stillborn
child is better since all die in the end.
Because the dead child did not suffer the trials of the other.

< This appears to be a statement of truth that it is foolish for a man to contend with One

mightier than himself especially if it is a reference to a man contending with God.

<> Solomon considers there is no benefit for man since he views it all to be vanity in the first

place.

& For who knows what is good for man in life, all the days of his vain life which he
passes like a shadow? Who can tell a man what will happen after him under the sun?
[Ecclesiastes 6:12]
< Viewing it all through the eyes of fallen flesh, Solomon has trouble seeing revelations from

Yahweh in the scope of things around him.
< Solomon fell from his close relationship with God in his old age before writing the book of
Ecclesiastes so all he sees is vanity. [1 Kings 11:1-13]
