11 Then Jesus said to Peter, "Put your sword into the
sheath. Shall | not drink the cup which My Father has given Me?"

12 Then the detachment of troops and the captain and the officers of the Jews arrested Jesus and
bound Him.

<> Judas had given them a sign to identify Jesus, "Whoever I Kiss, that is He, seize Him."
[Matthew 26:48, Mark 14:44]

<> Judas went to Jesus and said, "Greetings, Rabbi," and kissed Him.  [Matthew 26:49, Mark 14:45,
Luke 22:47]

<> Jesus said to Judas, "Friend, why have you come? Do you betray Me with a kiss?" [Matthew
26:50, Luke 22:48]

< "Have you come out, as against a robber, with swords and clubs to take Me? | was daily
with you in the temple teaching, and you did not take Me. But the Scriptures must be
fulfilled." [Mark 14:48-49]

<> To the soldiers, Jesus said, "Why have you come? Whom do you seek?" [John 18:4]

<> The soldiers said, "Jesus of Nazareth." [John 18:5]



<> Jesus said, "l am He." [John 18:5]

< The soldiers drew back and fell to the ground. [John 18:6]

<> Jesus asked again, "Whom do you seek?" And they said, "Jesus of Nazareth." [John 18:7]

< Then they came and laid hands on Jesus. [Matthew 26:50, Mark 14:46]

<> When those around Him saw what was going to happen, they said to Him, "Lord, shall we
strike with the sword?"  [Luke 22:49]

<> Then Simon Peter, having a sword, drew it and struck the high priest's servant, and cut off
his right ear.
