<> He knows where to find the harlot and goes to the area deliberately in the dark thinking the
darkness will hide his indiscretion.
& And there a woman met him, With the attire of a harlot, and a crafty heart.
She was loud and rebellious, Her feet would not stay at home.

At times she was outside, at times in the open square, Lurking at every corner.
[Proverbs 7:10-12]

<> The adulteress demonstrated her rebellious lack of moral integrity in her clothing, her loud and
boisterous mannerism, openly flaunting herself outside, in the open square, and lurking at
every corner. Much like today’s prostitutes.
<> She met the lustful youth not by chance but by common interest and pursuit.
& So she caught him and kissed him; With an impudent face she said to him:
"I have peace offerings with me; Today | have paid my vows.
So | came out to meet you, Diligently to seek your face, And | have found you.
| have spread my bed with tapestry, Colored coverings of Egyptian linen.
| have perfumed my bed With myrrh, aloes, and cinnamon.
Come, let us take our fill of love until morning; Let us delight ourselves with love.
For my husband is not at home; He has gone on a long journey;

He has taken a bag of money with him, And will come home on the appointed day."
