< The scoffer and the wicked will turn on you with hateful retaliation to their own destruction.
<> The wise and just will love you, receive the instruction and benefit by it.

<> Wisdom begins with the proper fear of Yahweh.
< Understanding comes through gaining knowledge of The Holy One.
& If you are wise, you are wise for yourself,
And if you scoff, you will bear it alone.” [Proverbs 9:12]
<> The attitude and character of an individual is personal and restricted to the one who holds it.
<> The consequences are equally restricted to the individual.
<> However the influence of both affects others for good or for evil.
