18 Look on my affliction and my pain, And forgive all my sins.

20 Keep my soul, and deliver me; Let me not be ashamed, for | put my trust in You.
21 Let integrity and uprightness preserve me, For | wait for You.

< David recognized his weakness and asked for divine guidance.
<~ David recognized that Yahweh is the God of his Salvation, and he is waiting on Him.
& Remember, O Yahweh (Lord), Your tender mercies and Your lovingkindnesses, For they are
from of old.
Do not remember the sins of my youth, nor my transgressions; According to Your mercy
remember me, For Your goodness' sake, O Yahweh (Lord). [psalm 25:6-7]
