< It seems that human nature indicates that those given to wickedness envy and seek to
destroy the righteous rather than to repent for their own security.

< Yahweh will not leave the righteous in the hand of the wicked nor condemn him on the day
of judgment.

< Yahweh’s advise is: “And do not fear those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul. But
rather fear Him who is able to destroy both soul and body in hell. [matthew 10:28]

But the transgressors shall be destroyed together; The future of the wicked shall be

cut off. [Psalm 37:37-38]

< David advised us to specifically notice the upright man, because his destiny is Peace.

< The wicked will be destroyed and cut off.

But the salvation of the righteous is from Yahweh (the LoRrD); He is their strength in

the time of trouble.

And Yahweh (the Lorp) shall help them and deliver them; He shall deliver them

from the wicked, And save them, Because they trust in Him. [Psalm 37:39-40]

< David expressed his confidence in the salvation of Yahweh for the righteous because they
trust in Him.
